Dear Reader:

As in the past, New Jersey continues to be one of the safest states in the nation. During 1998, there
were 671 fatal motor vehicle accidents with 741 fatalities in New Jersey. This is the lowest total since we
started keeping records in 1968. Every victim classification except for pedestrians dropped in 1998. The
reported 741 fatalities is 40 below the 781 average for the previous five years.

Active enforcement and educational programs have reduced alcohol involvement to its lowest
percentage ever. Of'the 741 fatalities, 579 were tested for alcohol, of this total 159 or 27.4% tested positive
for alcohol to some degree.

The fatality rate for the first six months of 1999 is 2.5% lower than the same period in 1998. The
National Highway Traffic Safety Association has set a goal to reduce fatalities and injuries by 20 percent
by the year 2008. This goal can be accomplished with the continued dedication and commitment from our
public, federal, state and local agencies.

The 1998 Fatal Motor Vehicle Accident Comparative Data Report contains the statistical data
complied by the Fatal Accident Investigation Unit of the Division of State Police for 1998. Highway
fatalities are still the leading cause of death from injury in New Jersey and the nation. It is essential that the
law enforcement community continues its efforts in reducing motor vehicle deaths on our roadways.

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QUICK FACTS

Nationwide, the fatality rate reached a historic low of 1.6 fatalities per hundred million vehicle miles traveled.
Natipnwide preliminary statistics indicate there were 41,500 people killed.

In New Jersey, there were 671 fatal accidents with 741 people killed.

There was a decrease of 28 fatal accidents and a decrease of 33 fatalities.

Of the fatalities, 27.4% had consumed alcohol to some extent.

Of all drivers, 10.7% were legally intoxicated.

An average of 2.03 persons were killed every day.

There were 36 fatal accidents involving motorcycles.

Pedalcyclists accounted for 19 fatal accidents.

The pedestrian death toll was 156.

There was a total of 41 hit-and-run fatal accidents involving 66 vehicles. The victims were comprised of 7 drivers, 2 passengers,
32 pedestrians, and 3 pedalcyclists.

Of the 1,076 drivers listed, 45 New lersey drivers and 8 out-of-state drivers were suspended. There were 22 drivers without valid
licenses.

There are 35,921 miles of open public roads in the state of New Jersey, indicating one death for every 48.5 miles.
Straight roads were involved in 54.8% of all fatal accidents.

Of all fatal accidents, 85.3% occurred during clear weather conditions.

Of the known drivers involved in fatal accidents, 66.9% were males.

Of the vehicles involved in fatal accidents, 67.4% involved passenger cars.

There were 49 tractor-trailers involved in 44 fatal accidents which resulted in 49 fatalities.

Intoxicated Drivers Involved in Fatal Accidents
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M. ALCOHOL FACTOR

There were 741fatalities during 1998. Of the fatalities, 403 were drivers, 163 were passengers, 156 were pedestrians and 19 were

pedalcyclists. Of this total, 579 were tested for alcohol and 162 were not tested. Of the 579 tested, 159 were positive for alcohol in varying
degrees and 386 were negative. This indicates that 27.4% of the fatalities tested were positive for alcohol and 66.6% were negative. Twenty-five
drivers, four passengers, four pedestrians and one pedalcylists tested positive for drugs.

In 134 of the 671 accidents, Driving While Intoxicated was listed as the major contributing factor (includes 3 “drunken bicyclists”).
There were 144 people killed as a result of these 134 accidents.

Drivers: There were a total of 403 drivers killed of which 342 were tested. Of those tested, 95 were
positive and 222 were negative, indicating 27.7% had consumed an alcoholic beverage. Of the 95
imbibing drivers, 71 or 74.7% had an alcohol level of .10% or higher. Twenty-five deceased drivers tested
positive for drugs. -

Surviving: There were a total of 673 surviving drivers of which 195 were tested. Of those, 56 were
positive and 135 were negative, indicating 28.7% had consumed an alcoholic beverage. Of the 56
imbibing drivers, 45 or 80.3% had an alcohol level of .10% or higher. Four surviving drivers tested
positive for drugs.

Passengers: There were a total of 163 passengers killed of which 98 were tested. Of those tested, 24
were positive and 70 negative, indicating 24.4% had consumed an alcoholic beverage. Four passengers
tested positive for drugs.

Pedestrians: There were a total of 156 pedestrians killed of which 125 were tested. Of those tested, 36
were positive and 85 were negative for an alcohol factor of 28.8%. Four pedestrians tested positive for drugs.

Pedalcyclists: There were a total of 19 pedalcyclists killed of which 14 were tested. Of those tested, 4 were
positive and 9 were negative, indicating that 28.5% had consumed an alcoholic beverage. One pedalcyclist
tested positive for drugs.

SURVIVING DRIVER ALCOHOL FACTORS

NOTE: Four surviving drivers tested positive for drugs and two surviving drivers were listed as “Had been drinking.”

EVALUATION:

1998 showed slight decrease in alcohol-related fatalities, continuing the downward trend. The number of fatal accident victims with blood
alcohol readings above .10% decreased from 126 in 1997 to 110 in 1998, a decrease of 12.6%. Deceased drivers showed a slight
decrease when compared to 1997. Of those drivers tested in each category, deceased drivers showed a decrease of 7.7% and surviving
drivers showed an increase of 15.3% in the .10% and over category.

INTERSTATE HIGHWAY FATALITIES

The Interstate Highway System of New lersey is 100% completed, with 420.32 miles open to the motoring public. During 1998, the death
rate averaged 2.75 deaths per month and 1death for every 12.7 miles of highway.

ALCOHOL INVOLVEMENT

Of the 19 pedalcyclist fatalities, 14 were tested. The 4 pedalcyclists had alcohol contents of .250%, .150%, .096% and .010%. One

pedalcyclist tested positive for drugs and the remaining nine returned negative. The remaining five pedalcyclists were not tested due to age
factors, delayed deaths and various other reasons.
